• Estimated cases rate positivity in London is 2,540 per 100,000 (ONS)

• The current estimated London R value is between 1.1 and 1.4

Cases (31st December – 6th January):

• 7 day case rate (all ages) 1,020.5 cases per 100,000 (up from 860.6 previous week).

• 7 day case rate (among 60+) 816.7 cases per 100,000 (up from 483.3 previous week). 

• There were 2,177 new COVID cases in Merton. 

• New COVID variant: estimated to be responsible for 63% of cases in London between 29th November and 22nd December.

Deaths:

• There 13 new registered Merton COVID death (in hospital) for the week ending 25th December. In total Merton has seen 
250 deaths due to COVID. 

Testing (29th December – 4th January / pillar 2 PCR tests only – this excludes Lateral Flow tests):

• 7 day testing rate 587.4 daily tests per 100,000. 

• 7 day test positivity increased to 22.2%.

December 2020.

• 36 of these 250 deaths (14%) have been in care homes. 187 (75%) have been in 
hospitals. Please note that hospital deaths may include care home residents.

Purpose
• Test-to-find – identify asymptomatic positive cases and ensure self-isolation 

to prevent onwards transmission (30-40% of Covid asymptomatic)
• Test-to-enable – confirm negative individuals in order to come out of self-

isolation or enable activities that are otherwise restricted; requires daily 
testing for 7d (serial testing); approval outstanding (apart from secondary 
schools)

Tests
• Polymerase chain reaction (PCR) - highly accurate but requires laboratory, 24-

72 hour result turn-around, currently used nationally for asymptomatic 
testing in certain settings e.g. care homes

• Lateral flow test (LFT) - lower accuracy point-of-care test, results in 20-30 
minutes; used for most asymptomatic testing; home testing approved in 
principle by MHRA; not yet for current model

• Those clinically vulnerable should not attend 

work.

Education & Childcare

• Schools, colleges and universities will be asked 
to close, remaining open only to vulnerable 
children and the children of key workers. 

• Nurseries will be able to stay open.

• A-levels and GCSEs will not go ahead ‘as 
originally envisaged’. Higher education will 
remain online until mid-February.

• Support and childcare bubbles will remain as 
they are.

• Children of divorced or separated parents can 
still move between both parents homes. 

Lockdown 3 Restrictions cont.
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• Called by Mayor on 8/1/2021, on behalf of SCG

• Follows infections rates of >1000/100,000 per 7d and 
severe/increasing NHS pressure

• Defined as beyond the scope of business as usual, likely to 
involve serious harm…

• Vital for Londoners to understand gravity and adhere to 
lockdown restrictions

London Major Incident
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Covid-19 Community engagement 
– update on on-going programme

HWBB Community Subgroup 12 January 2021
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• Working with the community is a key principle of the HWBB and a central part of our work.

• We need to listen to, and work with, our communities to build upon our existing networks and 
the capacity and resourcefulness of local organisations, groups and individuals.

• Working together we are increasing the reach of our core messages on infection control, testing, 
self-isolating and vaccinations.

• Covid is impacting all communities, but some are being impacted more than others and we are 
particularly focussing on BAME groups, carers, older people, children and young people and those 
with a learning disability.

• Supporting vulnerable people and reducing the impact of COVID-19, by using the insight we gain
to refine our messaging and the way we communicate and provide health and care services that 
are easily and fully accessible to all.

• Work to date includes: Community Champions (125 so far) Young Adult Community Champions; 
Merton Giving (4 grants so far); Merton Mencap programme started.

• Focus for this meeting on work with different BAME groups and children and young people to 
consider and discuss the findings  and insight gathered to date.

Engagement programme to date
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BAME Voice 

• Commissioned by LBM to understand ‘lived experience’, build resilience and trust and increase reach of 
key messages. Engagement with  200 to 250 residents from the Bangladeshi, Pakistani, Black African, 
Caribbean and Tamil communities.

• Findings/insights from interim report
• 80% negative e.g. psychological impact of being on front-line, living in multi-generational household, less physical activity, 

children lost motivation to study and breakdown in relationships.

• 20% positive e.g. opportunities to learn new skills, more time to spend with family and furlough scheme removed uncertainty.

• What went well? - Financial assistance to employers to keep business going, advice on how to keep safe and support for 
community groups helping those in need including Merton Giving.

• What could have been better? – more testing, ‘no recourse to public funds’ affected BAME communities disproportionately 
and guidance not being clear at the start of the pandemic.

• Areas for action (interim)
• On street engagement, support groups for front-line BAME health and care workers, awareness and resilience workshops, 

better access to testing and better access to NHS & health and wellbeing services. 

• Next steps – continue engagement and the final report due end of February 2021.

Engagement with BAME communities
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Polish and Eastern European Community

• Community are represented at the BAME Forum but feel their community’s voice is not as clearly heard 
as some other BAME groups. Joint Public Health & NHS workshop on 5th January, to start the 
conversation.

• Findings/insights from initial session
• Economically and socially, the community is being impacted by COVID-19; many front-line workers and in low-paid 

employment and increasingly in low paid jobs with higher level qualifications – impact on self-esteem and mental health.

• Language barriers and lack of understanding of NHS services and lack of preventative services in Poland  mean that 
community are likely to seek health support only at crisis point.

• Small community, with support provided from within and some reluctance to seek help, due to privacy concerns.

• Healthy lifestyles of particular interest e.g. weight management, physical activity and substance misuse services.

• Polish Family Association provides significant support to the community, well received by the community and is well placed to
support community, with support from LBM and NHS.

• Next steps – follow on meeting with Polish Family Association on 14/01 and another community 
workshop in a few weeks.

Engagement with BAME communities
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The Young Inspectors are working in partnership with Merton Public Health and Merton 
CCG teams to agree priority messaging, content production and digital media content to 
inform Merton’s COVID-19 Response. 

(1) Young Adult COVID-19 Community Champions (YACCC’s) – Launched 16.12.20 and has 
already run two sessions which had 14 and 16 attendees participated. The meetings 
happen every two/three weeks. 

(2) U18 COVID-19 Champions – Not officially launched. Developing the approach subject to 
the re-opening of secondary schools. However, COVID-19 related messages have been sent 
to parents to inform their children as appropriate. 

The networks will inform and empower young residents to disseminate the latest COVID-19 
messages to their family, friends, neighbours and communities.

CYP engagement - overview and purpose

Two projects, led by young residents for young residents:
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Young Adult COVID-19 Community Champions 
(YACCC)

The aim is to understand the impact of COVID-19
on their lived experience. To use this feedback to 
develop adequate support and tailor messages to 
address misinformation.
